CPTED SURVEY
1. List Natural Assets:  (attributes that discourage offending and indicate clear control of property)
· Neighbors at top of stairway would have a good view of stairway if the view to stairway was not blocked by weeds.
· Neighbor to the South maintains his property
2. List Natural Threats:  (factors that encourage offending)

· View of Stairway completely blocked by vegetation.  The top of the Stairway is not visible to the neighbors or from the stairway.

· Property immediately surrounding the stairway is not well maintained

· Poor lighting
· Poor definition of space

· No one living at the bottom of stairway, to watch over activity in that area.
· The neighbor to the North does not maintain his property.

· Parking strips in the area not well maintained. 

· Graffiti on one of the retaining walls across the street
3. What is the Definition of Space:  (do attributes of property indicate that space is public, semi-public, semi-private, private?  are actual uses commensurate with intended uses?)

This stairway around the property is owned by SDOT.  The neighboring properties are owned by private home owners.  The stairs are used by pedestrians for its intended purpose.  But there is a clearing in the vegetation along the pathway that appears to be used by people drinking.  There are beer bottles strewn along the pathway.
Identify appropriate and sustainable measures for:

A. Access Control:
· Since this area is public property and a pedestrian thoroughfare you may not want to limit access to this space.  However if you do, replacing over grown plants with small barrier plants will limit access to the area around the stairway and open up the view into the space.
B. Surveillance:
· Surveillance of this area is the greatest challenge in dealing with this space.  Removing the overgrown vegetation in the adjacent space will greatly improve the visibility of this area.  

· Increase lighting in this area, placing pedestrian level lighting along the stairway and the path leading to it will enhance the visibility in this area.
· Trim tree back from Street light at the foot of the stairs
C. Territoriality:
· It is not clear who owns the vegetated property adjacent to the stairway.  It is probably owned by SDOT.  Determining who owns that property is necessary before any significant steps to address problems with this property.
D. Image and Property Maintenance:
· Removing the garbage from the area immediately around the stairs is the first step to improving the image of the area.

· Cutting the grass on the planting strips in the area will also improve the image of the area.

· Painting out faded graffiti on the retaining wall across the street from the stairs will help make the community look better cared for. 
· Encouraging the neighbor south of the stairway to clean up his property will also improve the image of the neighborhood.

· Fixing the railing on the stairs will improve the image of the area.

--Immediate and Long-Term Suggestions:

Immediate:

· Determining who owns the property next to the stairway
· Pick up the garbage in the area around the stairway

· Cut the grass on the parking strips
· Paint out the faded Graffiti
· Fix the railing on the stairway
Long Term:

· Clean out the vegetation property adjacent to the stairway.
· Add lighting to the top of the stairway

· Trim the tree that blocks the street light at the foot of the stairs.
