City of Seattle staff and contractors may use this checklist to evaluate their facilities for all or part of a building, or to do a quick check of a site, which may be used for a meeting or event.

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	 Walkways and ramps are at least 44" wide 
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	Ramps have a maximum slope of 1:12 (1" rise per 12" travel) 
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	Ramps have 5' x 5' level landings at top, bottom, and switchback turns
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	Ramps have handrails on both sides 34-38" high, 1½" diameter, 1½" from wall


                   Stairways and Corridors:

	Top and bottom of stairway have landings 
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	Stairs have handrails on both sides 34-38" high, 1½" diameter, 1½" from wall
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	Corridors have a clear width of 44" and a firm, non-slip surface
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	Wall-mounted objects project 4" maximum into corridor


                   Reception Counters:
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	Includes one counter section maximum 36" high, minimum 36" wide (knee space, where provided, is at least 27")


                   Doors: (at least one primary building entrance must be accessible)
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	There is an alternate entrance for revolving doors
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	Inaccessible entrances have directional signs to accessible entrance locations
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	Doors have minimum clear width of 32"
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	Door threshold is maximum ¼" high (½" if beveled)
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	Door hardware is lever handles, pulls, or push-pull activating bars 
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	Door opening force is maximum 5 lbs. (8.5 lbs. for exterior doors)


                   Elevators: (should serve all floors and public areas)
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	Outside call buttons are 42" high and unobstructed
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	Door jambs have floor levels in raised numerals and Braille at 60" high
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	Outside hallway and elevator interior have audible and visible signals
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	Doors remain fully open 3 seconds or more, re-open if closing door meets obstruction
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	Door has minimum clear width of 36"
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	Floor of elevator cab is at least 54" x 68"
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	Control buttons are max. 48" high (effective 7-1-01) (alarm/emerg max. 35" high)
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	Control button letters or numbers are in Braille and raised letters (at least 5/8" high)
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	Elevator walls have handrails, 32-35" high, 1¼-2" diameter


                   Public Restrooms:
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	Signage is 60" high on latch side of door in raised letters and Braille
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	Restroom has an unobstructed floor space 5' x 5' diameter
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	Bottom of mirror, top of shelf, towel and other dispensers are maximum 40" high
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	Sink has min. 27" vertical, 19" deep clear knee space under basin; exposed pipes are insulated; 29" clear from floor to bottom edge of counter
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	Faucets are lever-operated or push-type (max. operating force 5 lbs.) 
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	Accessible stall doors have 32" minimum clear width with outswing doors
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	Stall is min. 60" W x 56" D (wall-mounted toilet) or 60" W x 59" D (floor-mounted)
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	Side distance from toilet center line: 18" on one side & at least 42" on the other side
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	Stall has grab bars on nearest side (18" side) and back wall, 33-36" above and parallel to floor
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	Grab bars are 1½" diameter and 1½" from wall
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	Toilet seat top is 17-19" high; elongated urinal has rim 17" maximum above floor
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	Toilet paper and seat cover dispensers within easy reach (at least 19" high)

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	Highest operable part is 48" high (effective 7-1-01)
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	Handset cord is at least 29" long
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	At least one phone per location has volume control, with signage
