1.  Call to Order:

2. Approval of the Minutes: The Commission reviewed the minutes of the 05/21/03 meeting. Commissioner Ford motioned to approve, second by Commissioner Cunningham.  The minutes were approved as submitted, adopted by acclamation and signed. 


3. Rules Revisit: The Commissioners reviewed the Executive Director’s proposed changes to the rules as well as Commissioner Cunningham’s written comments.  Commissioners Ford and Chair Casson offered verbal responses to the proposed revisions. After discussion of each proposed revision, the Commissioners asked the Director to incorporate their changes and have the second draft available for a second reading at the August meeting.  

Commissioner Ford requested that CSC counsel, Maureen Madion, review the 2nd draft in context of the collective bargaining agreements in effect.  The Commissioners further directed staff to ask Ms. Madion to research Section VII: Commission Review of Hearing Officer’s Decision regarding the 10 day limit following “the date of the issuance of the Commission’s final decision” in King County Superior Court.  Staff was directed to e-mail the document once the changes were incorporated into the existing rules.

4. Grievance process legislation (SMC 4.04.240): Tabled until August meeting.

5. Case Status Report: Director Graham-Walton reported on the status of CSC appeals:
