These notices include positions going from Civil Service to exempt. She asked if the Commission would like to these documents tracked.  Commissioner Cunningham suggested that staff simply keep an eye on Council votes regarding these ordinances, and caution them if there is a need.   The other Commissioners agreed.
Mamie Hill:  Ms. Graham-Walton updated the commission on her communication with Ms. Hill, and Ms. Hill’s continued requests to be put on the Agenda to address the Commission.  Ms. Graham-Walton informed Ms. Hill she could come in and address the Commission but only during open Public Comment.   The Commission reaffirmed this position.
