· Cunningham v. Seattle Center-Discuss Jurisdictional Issues: 

·  Case No. 04-03-001:  The Commission decided to assign the appeal to the Office of the Hearing Examiner (OHE).  The OHE will conduct a Findings of Facts, to assist the Commission in determining jurisdiction.  
· Case No. 04-05-004:  The Commission considered this appeal at its April 28 and May 26, 2004 meetings.  The Commission reviewed the Notice of Appeal and decided the facts as alleged do not appear to violate City Personnel rules.  The Commission is granting both parties the opportunity to provide written argument on whether the facts alleged constitute a violation of City Personnel rules.
