1. Public Comment:  No one signed up for public comment.

· Executive Session- Cunningham & Anderson v. Seattle Center:   The commission went into executive session at 9:45 a.m. The executive session ended at 10:25 a.m.  Assistant City Attorney Gary Keese will draft a decision for Commissioner Ford’s review and approval.

Adding Hearing Officer’s to the Roster:  The Commission decided to conduct interviews of two Hearing Officer Candidates, selected from a pool that responded to an employment ad. The interviews will be at the Commission’s October 20, 2004.  
5. Ordinance Council Bill Number: 114322  Ordinance Number:    MACROBUTTON HtmlResAnchor 
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 “An ordinance amending Seattle Municipal Code Section 4.04.240, Intradepartmental Grievance Procedure, to clarify its application to non-represented and represented employees.”   A notice was sent out to Labor Relations, Human Resource Directors and Representatives to provide comments or attend a discussion at the Commission meeting.  No comments were received, nor did anyone attend the meeting to provide input on the language. The Commission did not take any action. 
6. Monthly Summit (Budget) Report:  The Commission reviewed the September budget report.  Ms. Graham-Walton reported that the budget was on target.
7. Other:  Commissioner Cunningham requested that the Commission discuss legal representation of departments when appellants do not have an attorney, at the next meeting.  Ms. Graham-Walton informed Commissioner Cunningham that this is on the agenda for the October 20, 2004 meeting.
