Changes to Stormwater Regulations Adopted

The State Department of Ecology has mandated that Seattle adopt additional
stormwater control regulations as a condition of the City’s current National
Pollution Discharge Elimination System permit for its stormwater system. The
new regulations were required to be equivalent to Ecology’s 1992 stormwater
manual.

To meet this requirement, amendments to Seattle’s existing Stormwater,
department . Grading and Drainage Control Code were adopted by City Council in a 9-0 vote
of desi g n and signed into law by the Mayor on June 5, 2000. In addition to the code
amendments, Council provided direction in the legislation for the next phase
of staff work, along with a commitment to revise the code further in the near
future.

Most of the new regulations take effect July 5, 2000. Details on the effec-
tive dates, changes, and Director’s Rules available for public review are in-
cluded in our special “FYI” pullougtrengthening Seattle’s Stormwater Control
Regulationspn page 5.

Hearings Being Scheduled for Station Area
Planning Implementation

As Link light rail will soon come to Seattle, station area planners are working to
ensure that the new transportation system is as successful as possible in
maximizing transit ridership and enhancing the neighborhoods it serves.

The City is taking a variety of actions to implement station area planning
work, starting with general goal- or policy-setting direction and maw to more
specific implementation, such as the adoption of new regulations or changes to
zoning. City Council public hearings on actions related to station area planning
began in May anawill continue thissummer. Tentative timing ahe hearing
dates and topics referred to in this article are illustrated in the chart on page 11.

Gas Piping Mechanic Licenses Now
Required in Seattle

On April 17, 2000, the Mayor signed an ordinance designed to insure that
installations, alterations, extensions, or repairs of gas piping are per-
formed safely in the City of Seattle. The legislation, which became effec-
tive May 17, 2000, requires anyone engaged in these operations within
City limits to become licensed.

The ordinance includes a six-month grace period, but, effective
November 17, 2000, under King County Health Department requirements,
a valid Gas Piping Mechanic license number is required to obtain a gas
piping installation inspection. To obtain this license, applicants must
successfully pass an examination, which DCLU will begin administering
on July 1, 2000.

The examination includes approximately 30 to 35 questions covering
safety measures, installations, repairs, alterations, and extension of piping
systems, as required by Chapter 13 of the Seattle Mechanical Code and
the Gas Piping Mechanic Ordinance. The test covers all components of a
typical gas piping system, and familiarity with these documents is neces-
sary. This exam fee is currently $20 and the license fee is $45.

Gas piping mechanic licenses are valid for one year and must be
renewed annually upon payment of the $45 fee. All licenses expire on
May 31 of each year.

If more than one year has elapsed since the expiration of a license, the
examination must be retaken. A gas piping mechanic cannot perform
any work regulated by the ordinance if his or her license has expired for
more than 90 days.

Proposed Revisions to Refrigeration Licensing Law

Proposed changes to the refrigeration systems licensing laws are now
available for review. Proposed changes eliminate the “refrigeration service
shop” license class, the certificate of registration requirement for appren-
tices, and license exemptions for air-conditioning contractors in business
before the refrigeration licensing requirements were enacted. They also
change the composition of the refrigeration supervisory and licensing
advisory board.

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Change Made to Area Separation Walls Requirements

DCLU has recently modified a
long-standing interpretation which
required additional stairway
enclosures where buildings are
divided by area separation walls.

The issue pertains to the
relationship between area separa-
tion walls and horizontal exits, as
found in the 71997 Seattle Building
Code: Section 504.6 - Area Separa-
tion Walls, and Section 1005.3.5 -
Horizontal Exits.

While area separation walls
can be used with many different
occupancies and types of con-
struction, they are most common
in multifamily wood-frame con-
struction. Area separation walls
are used in buildings that exceed
the allowable area limitations set
forth in Chapter 5 of the Seattle
Building Code to divide the

structure into separate “buildings”

DCLU’s past interpretations
have required that these separate
buildings be treated as separate
buildings for other code require-
ments in addition to allowable
area. Specifically, each building
was required to have its own exit
system.

This has frequently meant that
additional stairway enclosures
were required in buildings with
two or more area separation walls.
In these cases, DCLU required the
area separation walls in the indi-
vidual buildings to comply with
the requirements for horizontal
exits found in Section 1005.3.5.
Because Section 1005.3.5 does not
allow more than 50 percent of the
exits from a building to be horizon-
tal exits, an additional stairway

enclosure was often required.
DCLU’s new interpretation says
that area separation walls create
separate buildings for the pur-
poses of allowable area only, and,
therefore, horizontal exits will not
always be required. Safe exiting
will be provided under this inter-
pretation because the exit system
for the building as a whole is
required to comply with the Code,
and the area separation walls
provide additional safety by
compartmenting the building to
contain the spread of fire. Horizon-
tal exits might be used in some
designs as a tool to solve problems
such as excessive travel distance.
Where horizontal exits are
used, the building will be required

The event begins on Thursday with a keynote address by Robert Kroin,
Chief Architect at the Boston Redevelopment Authority for the last 30
years. Mr. Kroin has seen Boston evolve through many exciting changes in

WL ' on how a city can maintain a sense of identity
amid rapid change and development.

Following his address, the Forum kicks off
a marathon of presentations by a wide range
of individuals interested in the Center City—
architects, developers, human service provid-
ers, residents, merchants, property owners,
musicians, and artists.

Friday features a keynote address by Ray
Gastil, Executive Director of the Van Alen Institute, a nonprofit organiza-
tion in New York City dedicated to improving the design of the public
realm. The rest of the day will be devoted to an intense work session, with
participants divided into a dozen teams each focusing on a specific
geographic area or topical theme. Saturday at 8:45 a.m. the teams will
present their work, after which the Forum concludes at 1 p.m. Plans are
also in the works for a follow-up event later this summer after the prod-
ucts from the Forum have been further refined and developed.

The Forum is being held at the U.S. Naval Reserve Station at the south
end of Lake Union, 860 Terry Avenue North. Onsite parking is limited. The
program begins at 8 a.m. Thursday and Friday, and 8:45 a.m. on Saturday.
The public is welcome to attend.

Council in a 9-0 vote and signed into law by the Mayor on June 5, 2000. In
addition to the code amendments, Council provided direction in the
legislation for the next phase of staff work, along with a commitment to
revise the code further in the near future.

Most of the new regulations take effect July 5, 2000 as detailed in
Figure 1 on page 7.

Highlights of Major Code Changes

The following major changes to the Stormwater Code were required for
the City to comply with its NPDES Stormwater permit:

m Large Project Threshold. The current threshold between large and
small projects is based on a term called “developmental coverage” and
a project size of 9,000 square feet. In order for Seattle’s Code to be
consistent with other jurisdictions and in keeping with Ecology’s
requirements, the code has been changed to define a large project as
one involving “5,000 square feet or more of new or replaced impervi-
ous surface” or “greater than one acre of land disturbing activities.”

B Source Control. The revised Stormwater Code contains a new re-

The new stormwater regulations that go
into effect on July 5, 2000 will improve
water quality, in part by reducing erosion
from construction projects.

quirement

activities,
such as fueling operations,
loading and unloading of
liquids and solids, and outside
manufacturing operations.
Projects proposing to conduct
HRPG activities are now re-
quired to incorporate struc-
tural source controls, such as
enclosing the activity, covering
the activity or containing
the activity in a bermed
area. In addition, all
activities discharging to
the City’s drainage control
system (independent of
the permit application
process) are required to
implementappropriate
operational source con-
trols, such as sweeping
exposed surfaces, training
personnel in pollution
prevention, and maintain-
ing spill control equip-
ment on site. Source
control requirements,
both operational and
structural, will not apply
to residential uses or in
areas where the runoff
enters the City’s com-
bined sewer system.

m Treatment. All large projects

are now required to install a
treatment facility, such as a
wet pond, wet vault, or under-
ground filtration system.
Additional treatment struc-
tures, such as oil/water separa-
tors, must be installed if the
project is classified as a “high-
use site,” which is largely
based on the nature and level
of vehicular traffic. These
treatment requirements do
not apply in areas where the
runoff enters the City’s com-
bined sewer system.

Flow Control. The Code
currently has discharge flow
rate limitations based on 2-year
and 25-year design storms for
projects equal to or greater
than 2,000 square feet dis-
charging to either a creek or to
the combined sewer system. In
the revised Code, a large
project (i.e., equal to or greater
than 5,000 square feet) dis-
charging to a creek has an
additional requirement to limit
the flows from the site based
on a 100-year design storm.

m Construction. Therevised
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Code strengthens existing
requirements to control ero-
sion during construction, such
as covering exposed soils that
will not be worked for a period
of time, and requiring addi-
tional details to be included on

Each concept package begins
with a vision of the station area,
which came from the neighborhood
plan and was refined by citizen

and extensive public outreach over
the past year and a half.

Also included in the concept
packages is an urban design
concept map and a set of tools to
accomplish the vision. The tools
are broadly described and range
from land use to eco-
nomic develop-
ment to open
space to public
safety.

The next public
hearing addresses
the station area
overlay and is sched-
uled for July 17, 5:30 p.m.

in Council Chambers. Two sepa-
rate actions are being considered
during this hearing: (a) extending
the timeframe of the existing
interim station area overlay (which
was created by Ordinance 119394)
from September 1, 2000 to March
1, 2001, and (b) legislation that
would establish a permanent
Station Area Overlay District in the
Land Use Code.

The permanent overlay would
replace the interim measures
adopted in 1999 to preserve
opportunities for transit-oriented
development in station areas while
station area planning was under-
way. The permanent overlay
legislation would establish a basic
regulatory framework to promote
future development supportive of
transit and pedestrian-friendly
development. Within the district
certain uses incompatible with
transit-oriented development
objectives would be prohibited—
primarily auto-oriented.

Parking and access standards

are also revised to promote a more
pedestrian-friendly environment.
These recommendations are
believed to be the minimum
necessary to achieve station area
planning goals.

Toward the end of the summer,
another package of legislation will
be introduced to council with
public hearings in September. This
legislation introduces specific
land use and zoning actions that
were described broadly in the
station area concept packages.
The actions proposed to Council in
this process will be different for
each station area (e.g. rezones,
establishing pedestrian overlay
zones and applying the permanent
station area overlay).

Other activities related to
Sound Transit are the DCLU
Director’s decision on Sound
Transit’s nighttime noise variance
application (decision to be made in
early July) and Ordinances related
to the permit process for light rail
construction activities. The full
Council will vote on permit process
ordinances at the end of June.

to comply with all provisions of Section 1005.3.5, and an additional stair-
way enclosure may be required. However, this will be the exception rather
than the rule. Keep in mind that, under this new interpretation, Section
1003.3.1.5 may require some additional consideration of the direction of
door swing for cross-corridor doors serving larger occupant loads.
