During the preliminary application phase of the permitting process, an applicant may choose to “Opt Out” of the interdepartmental analysis for Right-of-Way Improvement requirements from the Seattle Department of Transportation (SDOT) and Seattle Public Utilities (SPU).  By selecting this option on the DPD Interdepartmental Coordination Form [IDT], an applicant is required to conduct their own Right-of-Way analysis and apply for all appropriate SDOT permits.

If a Street Improvement Plan (SIP) is required, applicants must submit SIP to SDOT to screen for acceptance five days prior to DPD intake (refer to SDOT Client Assistance Memo 2209).  Street Improvement Plans must meet all standards of SDOT’s “Ready for Formal Circulation Checklist” to be accepted for review by SDOT.
Applicants will receive a Preliminary Permit Application Requirements (PPAR) report with DPD land use code requirements for Right-of-Way improvements.  This report will not outline the possible requirements from other impacted departments including SDOT and SPU.  When “opting out” the applicant assumes full responsibility for determining all permit requirements and infrastructure improvements per applicable Seattle Municipal Codes and the City of Seattle Right-of-Way Improvement Manual. 

Waiver:

I elect to forego the opportunity to receive interdepartmental coordination and details regarding Right-of-Way requirements from the Seattle Department of Transportation (SDOT) and Seattle Public Utilities (SPU).  

I understand that I may not opt out if I am requesting any exceptions to street improvement requirements.

I understand that as the primary applicant (or authorized agent) for this project, I am responsible for understanding the applicable public infrastructure requirements for this development project, and will acquire all required SDOT permits that are related to the development of the property identified in this preliminary application.   

I understand that if a Street Improvement Plan (SIP) is required for this development application, the SIP must be submitted to SDOT for screening and acceptance prior to submitting a new construction application to DPD.  If SDOT SIP acceptance has not occurred prior to DPD intake, DPD will reject the building permit application.  I also understand that if I opt out, the Preliminary Permit Application Requirement Report will not contain Right-of-Way improvement requirements from SDOT and SPU.  If street improvements are necessary, I am required to submit a Street Improvement Plan and apply for SDOT permits within the required timeframes.

I understand that by electing this option, there is a risk of discovering project design requirements later in the permitting process.  I understand that there may be consequences of my decision to opt out, such as permitting delays, increased chance of redesign, and additional project costs.
