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Intensive long-term restoration area;
remove Scot's broom;

lay down layer of wood chips and plant
Douglas-fir, shore pine and western red
cedar on 6 foot centers.

Add occasional clumps of western beaked
hazel and madrone.

Irrigate for 2-3 years

Plant edges with madrone and pacific dogwood.
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
