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1. 
Introductions:

 
The Public Safety Civil Service Commission opened its monthly meeting on December 18, 2003, called to order by Chair Noreen Skagen at 10:22 a.m., at 700 Third Avenue, Room 340, Seattle, Washington.

 
Also present were Commissioner Joel Nark; Mary E. Effertz, Executive Director; and Maureen Madion, Assistant City Attorney. Commissioner David Bown arrived later in the meeting.

2. 
Approval of Minutes:  
 
Minutes from meetings held 11/25/03 and 10/16/03 were reviewed. Commissioner Nark moved to approve the 11/25/03 minutes as written, seconded by Chair Skagen, both in favor and the 11/25/03 minutes were signed. Commissioner Nark moved to approve the 10/26/03 minutes with a correction on page 1, seconded by Chair Skagen, both in favor and the 10/26/03 minutes were signed as corrected.

3.
Adjourn to Executive Session: 
 
Upon arrival of Commissioner Bown, Chair Skagen announced the Commission move into executive session for approximately 15 minutes to finalize deliberations with counsel, Assistant City Attorney Maureen Madion. Chair Skagen added that she had recused herself from this appeal and would not be included in the executive session.  

4.  Return to the Record:  
 
The Commission concluded its executive session and returned to the record at 10:50 a.m.  Commissioner Nark announced the Commission will issue its memorandum decision in favor of the department in the Schmidt appeal (# 02-001). 

5.
Election of Chair for 2004:  
 
Chair Skagen called for nominations to chair the Commission in 2004. Commissioner Bown nominated Commissioner Nark, motion was seconded by Commissioner Nark, all in favor. Chair Skagen handed over the gavel to Commissioner Nark to chair the remainder of the meeting.  The Commissioners decided to keep their current meeting schedule -- the third Thursday of each month for 2004.

6. 
Approval of Minutes from 7/24/02 and 8/28/02:  
 
The minutes from the July and August 2002 meetings were reviewed.  Commissioner Bown moved to approve them both as written, seconded by Commissioner Skagen, both in favor and the minutes were signed.  

7.   Budget:

Director Effertz submitted the summit report for PSCSC as well as a list of expenditures for 2003 for Commission review, noting the totals to date indicates the Commission is well under budget for 2003.  Ms. Effertz requested authorization to pay Commissioner pro tem Elizabeth Ford a stipend for her time spent at hearings in the Schmidt appeal.  Commissioner Skagen stated the Commission does not have a policy regarding payment of pro tem commissioners and that policy should be established should it arise again.  After considerable discussion, Commissioner Skagen offered a motion to extend an equal stipend to pro tems, to be determined by the length of hearing and contingent upon the availability of funds.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Bown, all in favor and the motion passed. 
 
Commissioner Nark disclosed a possible conflict of interest for purchases of office supplies from Complete Office Solutions.  It was noted for the record that office supplies can also be purchased from Office Depot, which also has a contract with the City.

8.
Other:
 
Commissioner Skagen announced she would not be seeking a third term as the mayoral appointee and stated she felt confident she would be leaving the Commission “in good hands.”  Commissioner Bown thanked Ms. Skagen for her service to the City and for giving the PSCSC “a sense of class and order.”  Commissioner Nark commended her as well as a stabilizing force and thanked her for her selfless service.


9.
Unfinished Business/Personnel Evaluation:  
 
Chair Nark announced the Commission would go into executive session for approximately 10 minutes to evaluate the performance of the Executive Director and to consider the award of merit leave and a market adjustment for 2004 cost of living increase.

10.
Return to the Record:  
 
The Commission returned to the record at 11:25 a.m. and announced the Commission awarded the director a 2.5% cost of living increase (market adjustment).  Six days of merit leave was awarded in the Commissioners individual written evaluations, that were turned over for processing. Commissioner Nark indicated he would send his written evaluation in the mail at a later date.

11.   Adjournment: 
 
All business before the Commission having been considered the Chair adjourned the meeting at 12:10 p.m. The next meeting will be held January 22, 2003 beginning at 10:00 a.m.
