2. Approval of Minutes:  
  Minutes from the meeting held January 19, 2006 were reviewed.  Commissioner Johnson moved to approve the minutes as written, seconded by Commissioner Nark, all in favor and the minutes were approved and signed.

3.  Prehearing Conferences: 
· Darrel Charles v. SPD, PSCSC # 05-008: Darrell Charles represented himself, Mark McCarty appeared for the Seattle Police Department.  The schedule was set for the exchange of exhibits and witness lists between the parties due March 15, 2006.  
· Juan Ornelus v. SPD, PSCSC # 06-001:  Juan Ornelus represented himself, Mark McCarty appeared for the Seattle Police Department.  The schedule was set for the exchange of exhibits and witness lists between the parties due March 29, 2006.  

4. Examination Update:

· Colleen Lafferty, Exams Analyst, updated the Commission on the progress of civil service exams for the Fire Department.  She reported that the application deadline for entry level firefighters was Jan. 31, and that a total of 2,940 applied. She added that exam development for promotionals is complete and on schedule.
5.  Case Status Report:
  Ms. Effertz reported on the following appeals:

· Vela v. SPD: Order of Dismissal was prepared and signed by the Commissioners pending the Motion to Dismiss.
· Sweetland v. SPD:  Appeal was withdrawn and an Order of Dismissal was prepared and signed by the Commissioners.
· Powers v. SPD: Appellant is ready to proceed with pre-hearing conference. The Commissioners directed staff to schedule the conference at the March meeting.

6.  Budget: 

  The first Summit Report for 2006 as of 2/14/06 showing total expenditures at 6% overall and at 0% for the total of “Other Charges” (non-personnel services) was reviewed.  
  The final 2005 Summit Report was reviewed.  The amount of carryforward funds to cover unanticipated 2006 expenses for unemployment and workers compensation claims was reduced by $1,700 because of the transfer to the Civil Service Commission to cover year-end overages.  Ms. Effertz reported that the PSCSC agreed to this transfer only if there was reimbursement for 2006.  Chair Nark suggested that we follow through with reimbursement so the Commission does not have to request a supplemental in 2006, and Commissioners Johnson and Bown agreed.   
  
7. Hearing dates scheduled:  

· Charles v. SPD:  April 19 in Suite 1660, and if necessary April 20 in Suite 1679.

· Ornelus v. SPD:  May 11-12, 2006 in Suite 1679.

8.  New Business:  

· Gary Keese presented a draft policy regarding the extension of certification eligibility for persons on the register who are deployed while on a list.  Federal laws dictate the number of eligible days (365) and are not reflected in the PSCSC rules.  The Commission suggested Mr. Keese work with the Exams Analysts for clarification in the Rules and to explore whether it will require possible bargaining with the unions.  
9.  Adjournment:  
  All other business before the Commission having been considered, the Chair adjourned the meeting at 11:13 a.m.  The next regular meeting has been rescheduled to Tuesday, March 21, 2006.
