2.  Approval of Minutes:

  - PSCSC #06-003 (Christopher Hall):  Gary Keese recommended that Rachael Schade, Exams Analyst, submit a written report regarding past practices to complete the record, and that  the Commission take the matter under advisement. 
  - Brian Boulay request:  Mr. Boulay had resigned from Seattle Fire Department and had requested reinstatement to the register, which was granted.  The register hads since expired and Mr. Boulay has requested reinstatement a second time. He will appear before the Commission on Nov. 16 for a decision in the matter. 

5.  Budget:
  The Summit Report as of October 14, 2006 showing total expenditures at 77% overall and at 38% for the total of “Other Charges” (non-personnel services) was reviewed.
