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The Seattle Bicycle Advisory Board shall advise the City Council, the Mayor, and all departments and offices of the City on matters related to bicycling, and the impact which actions by the City may have upon bicycling; and shall have the opportunity to contribute to all aspects of the City’s planning processes insofar as they relate to bicycling.

The City of Seattle Bicycle Advisory Board (SBAB), requests that bicycling-related improvements be made on and adjacent to the Fremont Bridge during the approach replacement project currently being planned.





At the September 2002 Board meeting, Rob Gorman of SDOT and an engineer from Parsons Brinckerhoff (PB) presented the current plans for rebuilding the approaches to the Fremont Bridge. Board members requested improvements on and around the bridge. These improvements are not currently a part of PB’s budget or work scope, but we think they are the types of improvements you want made in Seattle’s transportation infrastructure.





The junctions of the bridge, Dexter Avenue, and the Burke-Gilman Trail gets some of the most bicycle traffic of any intersections in the city. We think significant improvements can be made to enhance safety and reduce bicycle/motor vehicle conflicts at these important intersections. Generally, we propose


way-finding signage and pavement markings,


removal of barriers to bicyclists, and


cautionary signage at points of conflict.





We presented a draft of the attached memo to SDOT staff at the October 23, 2002 bridge project open house. Please refer to it for specific improvements we encourage your department to review and implement. If practical, please include them in the current scope and budget of the work currently under way by PB.
