  Assist in computer hardware, software and networking troubleshooting.

  Work in partnership with each Community Centers local Teen Development Leader to ensure teen volunteers market, recruit and volunteer for these computer camps.

  Work cooperatively and lead volunteers on computer camp projects

  Develop and implement a pre and post survey for students in computer camps
