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City of Seattle and High Point YMCA Help Families Over the Digital Divide

(Seattle, Wash.)—The City of Seattle, the High Point YMCA and “Santa” are joining together to help low-income families living in the High Point community bridge the “digital divide.”   More than 180 children and their families are expected to come to the Y on Saturday, December 11th to have their photos taken with Santa by a digital camera, processed by the Y’s computer lab and affixed to greeting cards.

“This is a fun way to expose people to computers,” said David Keyes, of the City of Seattle’s Department of Information and Technology.  “And a good start at addressing the gap that we have seen throughout the city in computer access to low income and non-English-speaking minorities.”


Following this initial introduction, the city and YMCA staff will continue to work toward increasing computer literacy using city funding and YMCA staff and resources to provide training and access at the High Point YMCA computer lab.
