SDOT is coordinating with the Office of Economic Development and other city departments to undertake an
Industrial Jobs Initiative Work Program in 2008, in response to Seattle City Council Resolution 31026.
Resolution 31026 (Section 4) directed SDOT t o,
Transportation Capital Improvement Plan or new, designed to improve freight mobility that could be
completed within the next five years. The list of projects should identify approximate cost, proposed funding
sources and provide a narrative describing improvement to freight mobility. SDOT will present this list to the
Executive and to Full Council by July 31, 2008 to inform decision-making on the 2009-2 0 1 0
SDOT has reviewed the 2008 Transportation Capital Improvement Program (TCIP) and the Bridging the Gap
funded projects in consideration of the selection criteria, considered the input received from multiple
stakeholders, and has submitted the identified capital projects to City Council as listed below. SDOT identified
16 existing projects and programs that benefit freight. Additionally, there are three partnership projects for
which SDOT is actively coordinating with external agencies.
