2008 BTG Work Plan

Planned Accomplishment Highlights:

• Building 15 blocks of new sidewalk

• Striping 30 miles of bike lanes and sharrows

• Paving 32.6 lane miles of city streets

• Pruning 3,000 street trees

• Improving walking routes at 5 elementary schools

• Securing 20,000 new transit hours

• Rehabilitating 5-8 stairways
