Parking in Roosevelt

Problems
Employee Parking
· Lack of adequate CD employee parking
· Roosevelt Square employees not allowed to park on-site
Roosevelt High School

· **Roosevelt High School only has on-street parking for students and staff (in session September through June)  
· Roosevelt High School: events that use the school impact parking on surrounding residential streets.
· Joint use (with Parks Dept) of Roosevelt High School athletic field (weekdays and weekends) impacts parking on surrounding residential streets.
· Roosevelt High School students and staff move cars every 2 hours when parked in time limit areas.
· (Note: Roosevelt HS is temporarily relocated to Alexander Hamilton H.S. in Wallingford, but will return when new addition is completed.).
Public Safety
· Public safety concerns related to car prowls and assaults.
· Car camping creates problems (Cowan Park - corner of NE 62nd St and Brooklyn Ave NE).
Enforcement

· Residents park on planting strip on evenings and weekends (possibly because some streets are narrow for both on-street parking and a travel lane).

· *Cars are parked such that they block driveways.

· Abandoned cars are frequent around the church (presume this to be Calvary Christian Assembly at  6810 8th Ave NE).
Alternate Travel Modes (Biking, Bussing, Walking)

· Pedestrian safety needs to be improved.
· Pedestrians cross NE 65th all over instead of only using crosswalks.
· Roosevelt Square upstairs parking is dangerous for pedestrians.
· *Bicycle lanes/paths are disconnected and need to be improved.
Park and Ride Lot

· *Park and Ride Lot gets full and results in commuter "hide and ride" spillover parking into neighborhood (especially impacted are surrounding streets: NE 66th to 68th St, and 8th Ave NE to 12th Ave NE).
RPZ-related

· RPZ time limits for non-permit holders are too short (1 or 2 hours is not long enough).
Adjust Existing Regulations

· Peak Period parking restrictions impact parking availability.
Opportunities

Lot-Sharing

· Pursue lot-sharing opportunities, especially to improve parking management at peak use times.

· Calvary Christian Assembly parking lot is under-utilized: could a lot-sharing arrangement be developed?  (Note: the lot is used M-F to supplement the existing Park and Ride Lot under I-5).

· Could the Qwest lot could be utilized for lot-sharing (bounded by 12th Ave NE, NE 64th St, and Brooklyn Ave NE).

· Could spaces in apartment buildings not used by tenants be rented to park either employee vehicles or business vehicles?

Employee Parking
· Provide long-term parking for employees.
Adjust Existing Regulations

· Increase blocks with paid parking (clarify: is this to increase turnover and/or provide more short-term parking for customers, or does this address another concern?).
RPZ-related

· Streets with RPZ installed are under-utilized during hours when the RPZ is in effect (as much as 30% empty spaces).
· Could the RPZ boundaries be extended (clarify: does this mean install the RPZ on eligible blocks already within the current RPZ boundaries, or does this mean change the boundaries of the RPZ?).
Alternate Travel Modes (Biking, Bussing, Walking)
· Raise awareness of options available to parking users.

· Could more Flexcars be located in the neighborhood (currently there are 2, and then 2 more in nearby Cowan Park area)?

· Improve the functioning of this area as a transit hub (no specific suggestions were listed).

Park and Ride Lot
· Use space under I-5 to create "double-decker" parking area.

· Improve/simplify use of transit area under I-5 (improve lighting, safety).
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
