Making the Parking System Work in the Capitol Hill and Pike-Pine Neighborhoods

BACKGROUND

The purpose of the public forum is to present the Parking Workgroup’s recommendations on parking improvements we can make on Capitol Hill, and receive feedback from you.

· The Parking Workgroup is a representative group of businesses, residents, and the college that has been meeting monthly since last fall to try to help make the parking system work in the Capitol Hill and Pike-Pine Neighborhoods. The group was created from interested individuals who attended the public forum we had in November 2000 to kick off our work. The parking workgroup members represent the interests of: residents West of Broadway, Apartment Building Owners, the Stewardship Council, the Community Council, Capitol Hill Housing Improvement Program, P/Punc, Broadway Business Improvement Association, Capitol Hill Chamber of Commerce, Diamond Parking, and Seattle Central Community College. 

· This work was initiated in response to the Capitol Hill and Pike Pine neighborhood plans.  The City applied for a grant to provide technical assistance to neighborhoods to respond to requests for parking improvements.

· WHAT WE’VE DONE: Street-by-street parking analysis to improve on-street and off-street parking conditions, and manage the number of trips in the Capitol Hill and Pike-Pine Neighborhoods through TDM.

· Priorities: maximizing parking opportunities for residents and business customers, and discouraging commuter parking or “hide and ride” on neighborhood streets. We made sure we looked at parking comprehensively and assessed how changes impact each other and how adjacent areas.

· Boundaries: Area we analyzed is North to Roy street, West to I-5, East to 11th Ave, and South to Union.  At the kick-off public forum it was mentioned that spot improvements are needed on 15th Ave, but it was agreed those improvements could be easily addressed by having the interested individuals contacting SeaTran.

· THE RECOMMENDATIONS vary in degree of complexity but when used together, they form a comprehensive, attainable package of parking management changes that balance the needs of businesses, residents and visitors in the Capitol Hill and Pike-Pine Neighborhoods!  Try to present fair and balanced variety of ideas. Also looked at land use policy changes and some simple steps to improve parking that anyone can do. None of these will be made if the neighborhood as a whole doesn’t want them
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
