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ADOPT-A-DRAIN VOLUNTEER AGREEMENT
The Adopt-A-Drain Program is a partnership between the City of Seattle and citizens of the City to care for storm drains. Both the City and the individuals or groups adopting the drains make a commitment to each other to perform certain activities for keeping the neighborhood drains free from leaf matting, to help prevent flooding and to improve water quality within our watersheds.  

The Adopter/Adopter Group agrees to the following terms:
· Remove leaves and other debris from your local storm drain.
· Designate a contact person or group leader as a primary contact.
· Assure that all participating minors under the age of 18 are provided with adult supervision.
· Never remove the drain grates or attempt to remove clogs from beneath the grate.
· Avoid items that have the potential to be hazardous or cause injury, such as heavy objects or items like syringes, condoms, animal carcasses, etc.
· Assure that all borrowed equipment and unused supplies are returned to the Adopt-A-Drain Program following the completion of the volunteer period.
· To call the hotline to report your cleanup.  Please include: number of bags, bag location (if need a pickup), number of hours and number of volunteers.  
· To not use this program to dispose of leaves or other debris from private property.

The City of Seattle agrees to the following terms:
· Furnish operation supplies such as bags, safety vests and gloves.
· Maintain a limited supply of equipment and tools for loan such as rakes and shovels.
· Make arrangements for free disposal of collected litter from the project site if needed.
· If you have yard waste services (possess a yard waste container), you may place large brown paper bags of leaves out with the container at no extra charge in November.
· Provide insurance for authorized participants for on-the-job injury and property damage liability occurring within the course and scope of the project.
· Provide a commemorative certificate recognizing Adopter’s efforts (available by request).
